And even if we are weak in Him, but by the power of God we will live with Him to serve you. 5 Examine yourselves to see whether you are in the faith; test yourselves. Can’t you see for yourselves that Jesus Christ is in you, unless you really fail the test? 6And I hope you
realize that we did not fail the test. 7 Now let us pray to God that you will do nothing wrong, not that we seem to have tried, but that you will do what is right, even though we seem to have failed. 8 For we can do nothing against the truth, but only for the truth.9For we rejoice when we are weak, but you are strong, and our prayer is for your
perfection.
